1 The Championships will be conducted under Australian Billiards and Snooker Council Playing Conditions, and 
all matters pertaining to Players’ Code of Conduct will be adhered to. 

2 The organisers reserve the right to exclude any player from entry to these Championships. 
3 Any player under a suspension or ban from their Affiliate or Country will be excluded from entry. 
4 Entries will only be received on the official entry form and must include the entry fee. A completed entry form and 

entry fee will be required before any player is permitted to compete  
5 The format of the Women’s Championship will be a round robin format.. 
6 Tournament standard dress is required - long sleeved collared shirt buttoned at the cuff, bowtie, vest, trousers in 

a solid dark colour (no jeans), dark coloured dress shoes and socks. Failure to comply with this condition will 
result in forfeiture of the game. 

7 All players are to report to the Tournament Director 15 minutes before their scheduled starting time, and are to 
be ready to play at this time. 

8 This entry form constitutes part of the conditions of entry. Changes may be made at the discretion of the 
Tournament Director. 

9 Seeded interstate players for the Open event will not be required to play until Saturday 20th October.  
10 Consolation plate for Open excludes Last 16 onwards. Prize money for plate also subject to entries. Best of 3.
